BRORA – extract from Andrew Graham Stewart’s Trout & Salmon river report
“With over 250 salmon and grilse from the system, July was a “cracking” month – the best in John Bray’s experience.  The water and runs kept coming and by the second half of the month there was a great head of grilse in the system. 

The quality of the fishing was exemplified by the three weeks from the 5th on the North Bank – during which time the four rods (for several days only three rods were out) averaged some 39 per week or some ten fish per rod per week. 

Highlights included 15 to John Wallace Snr (he also had five in three hours on the Saturday evening prior to his tenancy), seven to John Wallace Jnr, six to Robert Gilfillan, 12 (best 20lb, released, in the Pot) to Gavin Smart, 13 (best 15lb and 17lb, both released, in the Upper Cliff) to Danny McLaughlin and seven to David Stewart.

Eleven year old Lewis Grant, who prior to this July had caught only two salmon, landed five (best 12lb, unaided) in three days.

By the week of August 2 the water was largely gone but fish were still running.  The lower river had 20 up to the Thursday lunchtime (including six, best 16lb and 18lb, both liced, to Dave Curran); liced grilse were also being caught on the top river.”
